Weather / protective gear

Insect repellent (non-aerosol)

Sunscreen (non-arosol)

Sunvisor or hat

Sun glasses

Flashlight w/extra batteries

Rain gear, umbrella, poncho, etc.

Jacket, sweatshirt or heavy sweater

Long pants , jeans,or sweatpants

Sleeping gear

Pajamas or comfortable shorts to sleep in

Sleeping bag or sheets

Blanket

Pillow

Swim gear

Pool shoes 

Swimsuit or two

Swimsuit cover-up

Beach towel - 1 per week

Clothing - remember laundry IS NOT provided so bring enough for your stay!!

Sneakers (At least 2 pairs if possible, when the kids go creek hiking, they have to have sneakers

    on and these will get very muddy and wet, so it is nice to have a dry pair also)

Shorts

Long pants or jeans

T-shirts or tank tops 

Socks

Underware

Toiletries - shower gear

Towels and wash clothes (at least one per week or 2 if there is room in luggage)

Shampoo

SOAP OR BODY WASH

Brush or comb

Hair dryer if needed

TOOTHBRUSH and TOOTHPASTE, floss if needed
